We usually do not approve grants that ask for funds to help pay for a school’s regular formally adopted curriculum (items such as textbooks and workbooks), or general school supplies and equipment that are not directly connected to a specific project outlined in your grant (such as computers, calculators, overhead projectors, and everyday classroom materials and consumables). Again, funds requested for equipment and supplies must be tied directly to your specific project or strategy. Additionally, we do not approve grants that ask for funds to pay for general education and/or regular annual professional conferences, or professional development unless it is targeted training that relates to a specific project or strategy. While we realize the importance of general professional meetings and professional development activities, we believe they should be paid for with funds from the professional development budget of individual schools or from the school district.
